Biography

Yekaterina have made my performance debut in an extensive national concert series in my native Russia. In 1988 I have entered the Kiev State Conservatoire in the Ukraine. There she became in constant demand as a recitalist, performing solo and chamber concerts and appearing at major festivals in both the Ukraine and Russia.  

Yekaterina then moved to London to establish a European base from which to develop my solo career further. In March 1998 she made her debut in the Purcell Room, invited to play as part of the SBC Young Musician's Platform "FRESH". Since then she has appeared regularly at the South Bank Centre and abroad. 
Yekaterina has launched an initiative of performances aimed at making classical music accessible and appealing to all audiences, while exploring ways of linking music with other art forms such as dance, poetry and visual arts.  She created a number of projects exploring these ideas:  At a sold-out recital in the South Bank Centre, She has used colour and light to enhance music of Scriabin according to the instructions he had left himself. Project “Fusion” with the British cellist Lesley Shrigley-Jones and the Turkish flutist Halit Turgay has a silent black and white film collage of Paris and Buenos Aires which I put together to fit the music. Project “In the Spirit of Flamenco” was performed in the UK, Germany, Egypt, Turkey and Russia. It has projection of paintings, flamenco dancer and folk lullabies with a singer as well as solo classical Spanish music of Granados, De Falla, Jesus Rueda and F. Mompou. Project “Seasons” with especially created film by the British Film Director Alex Fodor and text by public artist Martin Firrell was performed in the UK, Greece and Germany so far. Project with the London Trio, including a mime artist and reworking the Parisian idea of Café-Concert was performed in the UK and Germany in winter/spring 2023. The latest project with music composed to films and films created to music was performed in the UK in the summer festival 2023.

She was invited to create the musical programme of the “Breathless” London art season, sponsored by the International Herald Tribune, where she has performed major classical works (with Rambert Ballet dancers and world premiere of original choreography) as well as gave concerts of contemporary global music and uncovered hidden gems of Soviet music, while discussing the relationship between music and society with the IHT European editor.
